James Fisher Jr. & Jane Atkinson Fisher, & family, moved 
from Green County, Tennessee in 1804 and settled at East Monroe.
They were buried in Walnut Creek Friends Cemetery, near Martinsburg.
Jane died 1824; James died 1828.

Cephas Fisher Sr. and wife Rachel Stanfield came with his father James to East Monroe 
in 1804, after being married in Green County, Tennessee.  Cephas & Rachel lived near 
New Vienna and are buried in the Lees Creek Friends Cemetery. Rachel died 1840; Cephas 
died 1863.  There is a stone marker.
